Rationale:

Identified each figure according to its appropriate classification(s).

Figure 2 is a quadrilateral that is not a rectangle nor a square.
Figure 3 is a quadrilateral that is not a rectangle nor a square.

16. This 2 -part item is worth 2.0 point(s). All parts are weighted equally.

o Drop Down 1: should have option 3 chosen.
o Drop Down 2: should have option 3 chosen.
e Text Entry: The numeric response must be equal in value to 96. Commas, leading/trailing
zeroes, and unnecessary decimal points are ignored. Answers using / to represent a
fraction are not considered correct.

Student response includes each of the following elements:
« Modeling component = 1 point: Valid equation or equations to find how
3 many more trees are ready to pick from in October than in September

« Computation component = 1 point: Correct number of more apple
trees ready to pick in October than September, 67 apple trees
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« Modeling component = 1 point: Valid explanation or work to find the
total number of apple trees that are ready to pick in each month

Student response is completely correct and shows a thorough understanding.

Sample Student Response:
97+115=212; 134+145=279;279-212=67.

The difference in number of apple trees ready to pick in October than in
September is 67.

Number of apple trees ready to pick in September, 97 + 115 = 212
Number of apple trees ready to pick in October, 134 + 145 = 279

To find how many more apple trees are ready to pick in October than in
September I subtract and find the difference, 279 - 212 = 67

Or other valid response.

Score

Description: Student response includes the following elements.

e Modeling component = 1 point: Valid explanation of how to use the
number line to determine the time Richard began getting ready for
school.

o Computation component = 1 point: Correct time Richard began getting
ready for school. 7:40 a.m.

e Modeling component = 1 point: Valid explanation of how to use the
number line to determine the amount of time Logan took to get from
his house to the bus stop.

Sample Student Response:

To determine the time Richard began getting ready for school, | started at 8:15 on the
number line. Each mark is worth 5 minutes because each one is halfway between 10
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minutes. | skip counted backwards by 5’s. He began getting ready for school 35
minutes before arriving at the bus stop, so that is 7 jumps to the left. That means that
Richard began getting ready at 7:40 a.m.

To determine the amount of time Logan took to get from his house to the bus stop, |
started at 7:50 a.m. because that is when he left his house. Then, | jumped on the
number line until | reached 8:10 a.m., which is the time he arrived at the bus stop. It
took me 4 jumps on the number line to get from 7:50 to 8:10, and each jump is 5
minutes. That means that it took Logan 20 minutes to get from his house to the bus
stop.

#14 Rubric

Score | Description

Student response is an X over 2 %, gapD.
Note(s):

1 e gapD is the gap above the x located at the first tick mark after the 2 on the number
line.

Rationale:
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Correctly read the ruler to show the carrot measures in 214 length. Then, correctly plotted
the Xin gapD to represent a carrot at 214.

Distractor rationales:
gapA: Considered only the 14 portion of the measurement on the ruler.
gapB: Noted that the carrot was 14 away from 2, but reversed the direction.

gapC: Incorrectly considered the whole number of 2 only, without considering that the
carrot spans past the 2, to 214.
