e Ensure all students are in Exited status if they have not completed the test, or Completed
status if they have finished all units.

e Return all test materials to your School Test Coordinator. Report any missing materials and
absent students.

e Report any testing irregularities to your School Test Coordinator.

If you are administering more than one unit in the same day, allow students to take a short break (e.g.,
restroom break, stretch break) or extended break (e.g., lunch). Once students have returned and are
seated, read the script to move on to the next unit.
