During this presentation, we will briefly talk about updates you will be seeing to the Illinois Administration Platform, formerly called PearsonAccess Next, support page, manuals, and other resources.

This is the landing page for the Illinois Administration Platform. The most significant change that test coordinators and testing proctors will notice for Spring testing, is that this administration site, formerly known as PearsonAccess Next, will be where schools will conduct Spring 2025, ELA, Math, and Science administration activities.
It will look and perform more intuitively than last year's PearsonAccess Next platform. From here, coordinators will be able to access the Summative Administration Platform, the support page, and app support. Let's take a brief tour of this landing page for district and school testing coordinators. 
In the upper left corner is the hamburger icon button, which expands and collapses the left pane of available coordinator actions. What you will see in the expanded left pane will be determined by your user role. Across the top ribbon you will see an arrow button next to your login screen name. This button will house your downloaded content in a single location. Content will be stored by file type and status.

Now let's continue to talk about the Illinois Administration Platform and another one of those significant changes you can expect. User roles. 
User roles and access will remain for district school and technology coordinators. A new Report Access and Teacher Role will be added. Only the roles shown will be assigned for Spring 2025 testing.



New for Spring 2025
Test Administrators and Test Proctors

• Previously, staff who were administering a test to students were called test 
administrators. The school testing coordinator was tasked with assigning and maintaining 
all test administrator user roles year over year.

• Now campuses will have testing proctors. Test proctors will no longer need a dedicated 
user role to proctor a test.
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Presentation Notes
The biggest vocabulary change for Spring testing is that test administrators are now called test proctors. And moreover, School Test Coordinators will no longer need to create a separate user role for each test proctor in order to proctor a test.
Now what does this mean for School Test Coordinators? Let's go back to the Illinois Administration Platform and then go to the Illinois Summative Assessment home page. Here we are on the home page of the Summative Administration platform. Currently displayed on the right side of the home page is the calendar of trainings you can expect to see posted to the Illinois support page to provide training support for administering Spring testing. More information about user role and other vocabulary changes are described in the Crosswalk between PAN and the new Illinois Administration Platform. More information about how to get started accessing the Illinois Administration Platform and how to create users will be available December 2nd. 
Before we move along and take a tour of the Illinois support page, please note that the Summative Administration home page includes key dates, links to customer support, and practice tests. Okay, let's take a look at the Illinois support page.

New manuals addressing the platform changes. When the new manuals are published, there will be a single Test Coordinator's Manual and a single Test Administration and Proctoring Manual. These manuals will be printed and shipped with the regular paper materials. They will also be available on the support page.
Also coming soon, new test proctoring scripts will be created. When the new scripts are published, they will be printed and shipped with the regular paper materials. They will also be available on the support page. These scripts will be combined by subject and delivery. As an example, in the past, there were several paper Math scripts and also several computer-based Math scripts. Now there will be a single paper Math script and a single computer-based Math script.

Accessibility and Accommodations Changes

• Universal text-to-speech Grades 5 and 8 Science
• Designated speech-to-text and word prediction for Grades 5 and 8

• Students taking ELA text-to-speech now have access to speech-to-text 

and word prediction

There will be some accessibility and accommodations changes. These changes will be detailed in future trainings and documentation. The upcoming accommodations and accessibility features training video will be posted to the Illinois Support page the first week of January. The two most important changes for students testing in 2025 are as follows:
All students taking a science test will have text-to-speech. This means that text-to-speech has been added to each science test and test coordinators will take no action to add text-to-speech to a student registration upload. 
Designated speech-to-text and word prediction will be available for grades 5 and 8 Science and grades 3 through 8 ELA. This means test coordinators will take action to assign speech-to-text and or word prediction as an accommodation during a student registration upload. The change from last year is that these accommodations will be available now for students who need them on the ELA text-to-speech form.

The Family Portal is where individual student reports will be hosted and parents can go to review students reports, including video reports.
